GENERAL INFORMATION

VENUES
Mini-Gatherings are at the Pitt River Middle School,
2070 Tyner Road, Port Coquitlam. Doors open 12:30
pm. Competition begins 2:00 pm. * NEW TIME *

Knockouts are at the Mike Butler Room, Dogwood
Pavilion, 624 Poirier Street, Coquitlam (part of Poirier
Street Community Centre). Doors open 6:00 pm.
Competition begins 7:00 pm. * NEW TIME & PLACE *

RULES
Mini-Gathering and Knockout competition events in
piping and drumming are conducted under the rules of
the BC Pipers Association (www.bcpipers.org) and are
confined to members of the BC Pipers Association or
ANAPBA member associations. Refer to BCPA Fall
2001 Newsletter or BCPA website for details of format
for Piping Knockout rounds.

ORDER OF PLAY
For Mini-Gatherings, order of play is first to enter, last
to play. For Piping Knockout first round, draws for
month and pairings will be done on October 27. Month
and order of play for second round is by draw at end
of first round. For Drumming Knockout, month and
order of play is by draw on the day after entry closing.
Knockouts competitors are promptly notified of their
month, pairing and position in the order of play. All
orders of play will be posted on the BCPA web site
(www.bcpipers.org) at least one week before each

competition and at the Competition Secretary's area
when the doors open on competition days.
Competitors not ready to play in the posted order
may be disqualified.

TUNING TIME
Tuning time is a maximum three minutes (except for
full Piobaireachd and Knockouts which are maximum
five minutes).

PRIZES
For Mini-Gatherings, prizes are certificates. First,
second and third in the aggregate standings for each
grade receive an Annual Dinner ticket. The aggregate
winner in each grade receives a perpetual trophy.

Winner of the combined and equally weighted Mini-
Gathering aggregate and Annual Gathering aggregate
for Grade 1 Piping competitions receives an airline
ticket to Ontario to compete in the George Sherriff
Memorial Invitational competition or an Ontario
Championship Games. Winner must have played in
the Annual Gathering Grade 1 Piobaireachd, which will
also be used to break a tie.

For the Professional Piping Knockout, prizes are
medals and 1st $200, 2nd $150, 3rd & 4th $100.
Winner also receives perpetual trophy and an airline
ticket to Ontario to compete in the Wm. Livingstone
Sr. Memorial Invitational or an Ontario Championship.

For the Professional Drumming Knockout, prizes are
medals and 1st $200, 2nd $100. Winner also receives
perpetual trophy and an airline ticket to Chicago to
compete in the John Kirkwood Sr. Memorial
competition or to Ontario to compete in an Ontario
Championship Games.

For all travel prizes, ticket is excursion fare and is
subject to availability and booking rules (including 21
day advance booking). Flight originates in Vancouver
(or winner's city whichever is lesser cost). Ticket must
be exercised in the year won or be forfeited.

HIGHLAND DRESS
Competitors may be prevented from competing for not
wearing proper highland dress. Kilt, shirt, hose and
shoes are the minimum requirement. For beginners,
dress pants, shirt and shoes (for boys or girls) as well
as skirt, blouse & shoes (for girls) are acceptable.
